Emergency Levels: UCLA College of Letters and Science

Level One:  Minor Emergency

An incident or problem that:

· has an affected area that is small or confined

· has only minor effect on individuals

· no effect on the overall operation of the university

· UCPD Does not require outside assistance

· No activation of campus Emergency Management Team

· Possible initiation of College Emergency Group

· Internal dept communication only - control rumors

Level Two:  Minor Emergency (with Broadening Scope)

An emergency that is limited in scope, but:

· has effects on an area beyond an office or specific area of a building

· has the potential to extend beyond the campus grounds

· involves aid from off-campus sources

· could require communications with large parts or all of the campus community

· Management of the incident is handled by College and university offices working with UCPD, in cooperation with outside agencies, such as LAPD and LAFD.

· No activation of the campus’ Emergency Management Team, but response may involve campus leadership and action by the College Emergency Group.

· In some cases, internal communication would be handled within the College, in cooperation with the university communications offices.  However, as incidents escalate, they would involve handoff of primary communications to the main campus offices, but with involvement by the College on specific issues (such as personnel-related questions).

Level Three:  Major Emergency

Incidents that:
· may affect entire buildings or sections of the campus

· disrupts or slows the overall operation of the university

· threaten the campus’ long-term ability to house students and patients

· Management of the incident is handled by the Emergency Management Team, in cooperation with outside agencies, such as LAPD and LAFD.

· All campus emergency teams and operations center would be activated.

· A major emergency will require communications with large parts or all of the campus community.  

· Internal communications would be coordinated primarily by the university, but with support from the College Communications Group.  

· Handoff of communication from the campus back to the College would be determined as the emergency de-escalates.

Level Four:  Disaster

A disaster is an emergency that involves any of the following:

· involves the entire campus, and probably the surrounding community

· causes many injuries or death 

· causes severe property damage

· seriously impairs or halts the operations of the university

· Management of the incident is handled by the Emergency Management Team, in cooperation with outside local agencies, such as LAPD and LAFD, and eventually state and federal agencies, such as FEMA.
· Emergency response may be beyond the scope of the university’s resources.

· All campus emergency teams and operations center would be activated.

· Internal communications would be on a campus wide scale, and would be coordinated by the Communications Group within the Emergency Management Team.  Some supplemental information may be distributed by the College.
